JUT s are prefixes. They are added to the beginning of a root word and

affect the roots and their meanings in several ways. They are extremely
popular in Sanskrit and you will find them invited fo join a root word at the
drop of a hat.

There are 22 W’f s in Sanskrit. The technical term for them is " Dlia M

Their functions could be any of the following.
1. To change the meaning of the root.

They give themselves away
willingly. Two or more can be added quite happily to a root word. For
example, W+3Tf§1 +‘|‘-L=HHI(%|‘I‘O%9|?1 = to go towards together; to go
completely over; surpass.
